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COMMON POLICY BUILD SECTIONS

1. ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE SERVICES

The Office of Administrative Courts (OAC) provides an independent administrative law adjudication
system for state agencies to resolve cases that concern worker's compensation, public benefits (food
stamps, Colorado Works/TANF, Medicaid, etc.), professional licensing board work involving license
denial, revocation, suspension or other discipline, teacher dismissal cases, and when a citizen has filed
a complaint under the Fair Campaign Practices Act.

The OAC operates at three locations, including the main office in Denver, the Western Regional
Office in Grand Junction, and the Southern Regional office in Colorado Springs. It also provides
hearings at other regional locations around the State.

The OAC is cash funded through fees from state agency users and non-state entities. The cash funds
source is fees from non-state agencies. The reappropriated funds source is fees from state agencies.
Fee revenue is deposited into the Administrative Courts Cash Fund, created in Section 24-30-1001
(3), CRS.

The costs of providing Administrative Law Judge Services are allocated to state agencies, based upon
actual usage for the most recent fiscal year for which actual data is available. The FY 2018-19 allocation
is determined by the FY 2016-17 actual utilization number of administrative law judge and paralegal
hours used by agency. The common policy allocations to state agencies are calculated to fully fund the
program's costs plus fund a cash fund balance reserve adjustment to maintain a standard reserve
percentage from year-to-year.

While non-state agencies, including various school districts, use the OAC, this cash funds revenue
stream is variable and is billed directly by use. Cash funds revenue is held as reserve in the fund balance
in the year received. The fund balance reserve is adjusted annually to maintain an adequate operating
cash flow reserve from year-to-year. So recognition of cash funds revenue is automatically included in
the following year's fund balance reserve adjustment to ensure fairness for state agency common policy
allocations.

ALJ SERVICES PROGRAM COSTS

The following table outlines total administrative law judge services program base costs for allocation
to state agencies that include program costs and a fund balance reserve adjustment.

Personal services, operating expenses, and indirect costs are based on figure setting recommendations
for the next fiscal year (FY 2018-19). Program share of departmental benefits POTS, legal services,
OIT, and operating common policy items are provided by the Department and based on current year
(FY 2017-18) appropriations and the program's estimated share of the Department total.

Staff's methodology for
calculating the fund balance reserve adjustment is consistent with methodology used in prior years
and uses identifiable figures in request documents.

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2. WORKERS' COMPENSATION

Risk Management Services protects the State's human resource and property assets through the
administration of liability, property, and workers' compensation coverage for state agencies. Services
include accident investigation, legal defense, safety training, hazard mitigation, building inspection,
insurance procurement, claim evaluation, and data collection. Risk Management Services is funded by
reappropriated funds from the Risk Management Fund created in Section 24-30-1510 (1)(a), C.R.S,,
the Self-insured Property Fund created in Section 24-30-1510.5 (1)(a), C.R.S., and the State Employee
Workers' Compensation Account in the Risk Management Fund created in Section 24-30-1510.7
(1)(a), CR.S.

The workers' compensation program is used to pay workers' compensation benefits to state
employees. The State is self-insured for workers' compensation claims. The two broad categories of
workers' compensation payments are medical payments and indemnity payments. Indemnity benefits
include settlements for permanent injuries and lost wages. The maximum workers' compensation
benefits for lost wages are established by the Department of Labor and Employment pursuant to
Section 8-47-106, C.R.S. There is no maximum payment for medical benefits. The Workers'
Compensation Program is funded from the State Employee Workers' Compensation Account, a
separate account within the Risk Management Fund, pursuant to Section 24-30-1510.7, C.R.S. Money
in the account are continuously appropriated for the purposes of the account other than the direct
and indirect administrative costs of operating the risk management system, including legal services,
litigation expenses, and third-party administrator expenses.

RISK MANAGEMENT PROGRAM COSTS

The following table outlines total risk management program overhead costs for allocation to risk
programs. Risk management's personal services, operating expenses, and indirect costs are based on
figure setting recommendations for the next fiscal year. Program share of departmental benefits pots
and OIT and operating common policy items are estimated by the Department and based on current
fiscal year appropriations. Each risk program pays a share of Risk Management Services' administrative
costs. The workers' compensation program's share of risk management overhead costs atre calculated
at 40.9 percent for the next fiscal year, compared to 46.4 percent for the current fiscal year.

WORKERS' COMPENSATION CLAIMS

This figure includes prospective claims payments defined by risk management from figures provided
by the program actuary. There are two broad categories of workers' compensation claims: indemnity
benefits and medical benefits. Indemmnity benefits include settlements for permanent injuries and lost
wages. The maximum workers' compensation benefits for lost wages ate established by the
Department of Labor and Employment pursuant to Section 8-47-106, C.R.S. There is no maximum
for medical benefits.

WORKERS' COMPENSATION TPA FEES AND L.0SS CONTROL

This figure includes fees paid to the State's third party administrator (TPA), Broadspire, for contracted
TPA services. This figure also includes loss control incentives used for agencies with initiatives to
reduce workers' compensation claims.

WORKERS' COMPENSATION EXCESS POLICY

This figure includes the insurance policy purchased to cover the possibility of a catastrophic workers'
compensation loss, required by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment (CDLE) for a
self-insurance permit. The cost of the policy is calculated on payroll. Also included are payments to
the CDLE for permit fees and surcharges imposed on self-insured employers.
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WORKERS' COMPENSATION LEGAL SERVICES

This figure represents the cost the Department anticipates spending for legal representation at
workers' compensation hearings and for expert opinions provided through the TPA contract with
Broadspire, and which is included in actuarial projections provided by the State's actuary.

RMIS SERVICE FEES

The Department contracts for data management and technical support for the Risk Management
Information System that tracks claims for all risk management programs. The Department splits the
cost for the RMIS equally among the three risk management programs.

DHS PRIOR YEAR CLAIM PAYOUTS

This is a payment for Department of Human Services (DHS) prior year claims payments for certain
DHS institutions claims — all permanent, total disability claims — that were open when the Department
joined the State risk pool. This component was included in claims prior to FY 2018-19.

FUND BALANCE RESERVE ADJUSTMENT

The following table outlines the fund balance reserve adjustment recommendation. Staff recommends
an operating cash flow fund balance reserve calculated at 5.0 percent of the estimated program costs for
the next fiscal year.

The Department's requested fund balance reserve adjustment decrease totals $3,906,413; this is $6 less
than staff's recommended adjustment. The Department's calculations include a beginning fund
balance of $17.0 million as compared to staff's $18.5 million. Revenue represents current fiscal year
total allocations (billings) to state agencies and expenditures represents current fiscal year appropriated
program costs.

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3a. LIABILITY

The State is self-insured for the Liability Program. The program provides coverage to state agencies
and employees for tort and federal claims, including those arising out of the scope of employment.
Judgments for liabilities that do not involve federal law are limited by the Governmental Immunity
Act pursuant to Section 24-10-114, C.R.S., limiting awards to $350,000 per person and $990,000 per
occurrence. This act does #of apply to liabilities that pertain to federal law (Americans with Disabilities
Act, age discrimination, gender discrimination, racial discrimination, etc.), and there is no damage limit
for these awards. This line is funded from the Risk Management Fund created in Section 24-30-1510
(1) (a), C.R.S. Moneys in the fund are continnously appropriated for purposes of the fund, other than the
direct and indirect administrative costs of operating the risk management systems, pursuant to Section 24-30-1510
(1) (a), C.R.S.

=» R2 CYBERSECURITY LIABILITY INSURANCE POLICY

REQUEST: The Department of Personnel & Administration is requesting $375,000 in reappropriated
funds for allocation through the FY 2018-19 Risk Management common policy line item titled
"Payment to Risk Management and Property Funds."

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the Committee approve the Department request.
ANALYSIS:

Cybersecurity at state and local governments has never been as critical at safeguarding the personal
information of residents and employees of the State of Colorado as it is in 2017. A number of data
breaches have affected the state ranging from lost/stolen property to inadvertent posting of
confidential information unencrypted online. The 2016 U.S. Government Cybersecurity Report, a
study that graded over 600 government agencies on I'T security, noted that within state governments,
agencies often retain legacy systems longer than other private organizations which increases their
exposure to vulnerabilities.

Several states have experienced cyber-attacks that have resulted in millions of dollars of additional
expenses. One example of a significant cyber-attack in the public sector is the state of South Carolina,
which experienced a data breach in 2012 that resulted in 3.8 million personal financial records stolen
from the state's Department of Revenue. This event not only impacted millions of taxpayers, but the
hackers stole information on nearly 1.9 million dependents and nearly 700,000 businesses as well. As
a result, South Carolina agreed to pay approximately $12 million to provide a free year of credit
monitoring and identity theft prevention to anyone affected.

The Department notes that although the Office of Information Technology was appropriated
additional funding in FY 2017-18 for "Secure Colorado," which will fund several initiatives related to
the State's cybersecurity program, cybersecurity is not solely a technology matter for the IT
Department to solve.

The Department of Personnel & Administration is requesting $375,000 in reappropriated funds for
allocation through the FY 2018-19 Risk Management common policy line item titled "Payment to
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Risk Management and Property Funds." The Department has worked in collaboration with the Office
of Information Technology (OIT) on improving cybersecurity across the state while mitigating
potential risks. This request will help to mitigate potential cyber risk by adding a cybersecurity liability
insurance policy to the Risk Management Program for all state agencies that choose to participate.

The request includes $325,000 for the annual insurance premium and $50,000 for coverage of smaller
breaches internally. The premium provides $5.0 million coverage in the event of a data breach and
requires a deductible of $1.0 million. The policy also provides annual cybersecurity training for
Executive Branch agencies.

This insurance policy will be purchased through the Risk Management Program insurance broker and
added to the Liability program; the estimated costs associated with the cybersecurity liability insurance
policy will be included in the Liability allocable cost pool of the Risk Management common policies
and allocated to all participating agencies.

Cybersecurity insurance policies are becoming more prevalent in the United States as more states
adopt data breach notification requirements. Some surveys estimate 30 percent of private businesses
already have purchased some form of this insurance and the Department explains that most if not all
states either have a policy already or are seeking to purchase one soon.

WHAT IS CYBERSECURITY INSURANCE?

Cybersecurity insurance transfers some of the financial risk of a security breach to the insurer. First-
party insurance typically covers damage to digital assets, business interruptions and, sometimes,
reputational harm. Third-party insurance covers liability and the costs of forensic investigations,
customer notification, credit monitoring, public relations, legal defense, compensation and regulatory
fines.

In the event of a cyber-attack, the deductible will cover the first $1.0 million of services through the
self-insured Liability fund, and the commercial cybersecurity liability insurance policy will cover the
next $5 million per occurrence. This takes up to a $6.0 million burden off of individual state agencies
per occurrence. It will allow for individual agencies to proactively budget and plan for the established
common policy allocations, rather than reactively scrambling to come up with the funds to pay for
unanticipated and potentially large expenses related to cyber-attacks.

The following bullet points summarize the benefits and services provided by the insurance in the event
of a breach.

THIRD-PARTY LIABILITY COVERAGE: protects the state for liability resulting from the loss of
personal and confidential information, e.g.:

e Cyber, Privacy, and Network Security Liability -- Failure to protect private or confidential
information of others, and failure to prevent a cyber incident from impacting others' systems.

e Payment Card Loss -- Contractual liabilities owed as a result of a cyber incident.
® Regulatory Proceedings -- Defense for regulatory actions and coverage for fines and penalties.
e Media Liability -- Copyright and trademark infringement within scope of defined media content.

FIRST-PARTY COVERAGE: provides services designed to minimize the effects of a cyber event:
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e Cyber Incident Response -- Legal fees, forensics, privacy notification expenses, credit monitoring,
public relations, etc.

* Business Interruption -- Loss of revenues and extra expenses as a result of interruptions of
insured's systems.

* Digital Data Recovery -- Costs to restore or replace lost or damaged data or software, including
cost of labor and equipment.

e Telephone Toll Fraud -- Costs incurred as phone bill charges due to fraudulent calling.

® Network Extortion -- Payments to prevent digital destruction or impairments, which explicitly
includes Bitcoin and other cryptocurrencies.

e Coverage of Cyber Crime by Endorsement:

e Computer Fraud -- Third party accessing insured's computers to take money.

e Funds Transfer Fraud -- Third party tricking a bank into transferring funds from insured's account.

e Social Engineering Fraud -- Third party tricking an employee into transferring money (this can
include web-based attacks, phishing, malicious code, etc.).

JBC staff believes adopting a cybersecurity insurance policy is a good safeguard against the many
forces pressuring state employees and the data infrastructure. It does not take the place of other
hardware and software tools, such as those being implemented by OIT with funding from the “Secure
Colorado” budget request approved in FY 2017-18.

It is difficult to compare the cost of this policy because most providers do not publish their rates. One
report from 2013 estimated private companies could obtain cybersecurity insurance for coverage of
$1.0 million for $35,000, annually. Since the State has many public-facing websites managed by a
diverse set of individuals across many agencies rather than a concentrated department within a private
business, and the revelation of many more data breaches from trusted private companies, it does not
seem unreasonable for the cost to be nearly double per $1.0 million coverage in 2017.

RISK MANAGEMENT PROGRAM COSTS

programs. Each risk program pays a share of Risk Management Services' administrative costs. The

liability program's share of risk management overhead costs are calculated at 40.8 percent for the next
fiscal year, compared to 38.4 percent for the current fiscal year.

C-SEAP PROGRAM COSTS

The Colorado State Employees Assistance Program (CSEAP) offers counseling to employees and
managers on workplace issues such as absenteeism, sexual harassment, substance abuse, time
management, violence in the workplace, and other types of personal problems that may be affecting
an employee's ability to perform well at work. Section 24-50-604 (1)(k)(IV), C.R.S., provides that
funding for the program may include, but need not be limited to, the Group Benefit Plans Reserve
Fund created in Section 24-50-613 (1), C.R.S., the Risk Management Fund created in Section 24-30-
1510 (1)(a), C.R.S., and interest derived from the investment of these funds. Since FY 2013-14, funding
for CSEAP has been provided from the Risk Management Fund through liability program cost
allocations to state agencies pursuant to Section 24-30-1510 (3)(g), C.R.S.

Fund Balance Reserve Adjustment ($3,316,738)

The Department's requested fund balance reserve adjustment totals a decrease of $3,308,626, a
difference of $8,112 from the recommendation.

Staff recommends an gperating cash flow fund balance reserve calculated at 5.0 percent of the estimated
program costs for FY 2017-18. Staff also recommends an extraordinary claims fund balance reserve
calculated at 10.0 percent of the liability claims estimate rather than 25.0 percent requested by the
Department. While a 25.0 percent extraordinary claims reserve was used in FY 2015-16, S.B. 17-175
(Transfers Between State Self-insurance Funds) provides the risk management programs with access
to reserves across program cash funds with a required replacement of those funds in the following
budget year.

=» BA3 PROPERTY FUND ADJUSTMENT

REQUEST: The Department requests adjustments to the Risk Management program to correct a
projected shortfall with the Property Fund. Specifically, the Department requests (1) a statutorily
required appropriation to reverse a transfer of $741,471 from the Property Fund to the Workers’
Compensation Fund and (2) increase the statewide allocation base for the Property fund by an
additional $5,581,062. The estimated General Fund impact if the amended request is approved totals
a bit more than $2.0 million.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approving the Department request to appropriate $741,471
total funds to agencies statewide through the property allocation plan. Staff recommends increasing
the statewide allocation base by $5,852,091 total funds, which is $271,029 more than requested. The
estimated General Fund impact is $2.1 million

ANALYSIS: JBC staff incorporated the budget amendment into the regular common policy build for
the Property Program, which is described on the following pages. The Department identified several
compounding reasons for requesting such variance from the November 1 request. Most of these
new claims fall into three categories, freeze damage, fire damage, and hail damage and are
summarized by estimated cost.

The state is expecting close to $5 million is
insurance proceeds from claims related to the massive hailstorm in May 2017.

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4. CAPITOL COMPLEX LEASED SPACE

The Department of Personnel operates a facilities maintenance program for Denver, Grand Junction,
and Camp George West properties totaling 1.3 million square feet. Pursuant to Section 24-82-101,
C.R.S., the Department is responsible for the maintenance of the buildings' plumbing, electrical,
elevator, and HVAC systems, as well as custodial and grounds maintenance.

(1) Denver: 'The Department maintains ten addresses in the Capitol Hill Campus (765,088 sq. ft.), one
address in the North Campus (89,534 sq. ft.), and two addresses in Lakewood (89,031 sq. ft.). Each
of these campuses, though funded by the Capitol Complex program, have distinct rental rates that
mirror the locations and uses of the various properties.

(2) Grand Junction: The Department maintains a building with 35,145 square feet, which is staffed by
1.0 FTE who is responsible for building maintenance. Other functions, including additional building
maintenance, custodial services, and grounds maintenance are contracted to private vendors.

(3) Camp George West: 'This building contains 305,077 square feet for five different departments. The
Department's responsibilities include all site and grounds maintenance.

Facilities Maintenance is predominantly funded by reappropriated funds deposited in the Department
of Personnel Revolving Fund created in Section 24-30-1108 (1), C.R.S. Funding consists of user fees
from state agencies billed through Capitol Complex Leased Space line items in department budgets
based on square foot lease rates and square footage occupancy.

Conference center rental is billed to agencies by occurrence and not included in capitol complex
allocation rates. Rather than pay by occurrence, the General Assembly has agreed to pay for an
estimated 26 days of conference center use through its payments to the Department of Personnel for
Maintenance of Legislative Space, which will be trued up annually through the capitol complex leased space
common policy. Similarly, parking at 1525 Sherman Street is billed directly to employees parking in
the lot, however the General Assembly pays $120 per month per space for their 20 parking spaces at
the lot through the Maintenance of 1 egislative Space line item.

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5. VEHICLE LEASE PAYMENTS

In accordance with Section 24-30-1104 (2), C.R.S., the Department is responsible for operating and
maintaining the State's vehicle fleet. The State Fleet Management Program purchases vehicles,
manages maintenance and repairs, auctions replaced and out-of-service vehicles, and manages the
State Motor Pool. The fleet program is funded by fees from user agencies that are deposited in the
Motor Fleet Management Fund created in Section 24-30-1115 (1), C.R.S. Appropriations for the
Vehicle Lease Payments line items reflect the cost of lease payments and the Department's vehicle
management fee, for each agency's vehicles.

REQUESTED AND RECOMMENDED REPLACEMENT VEHICLES

Staff recommends replacement of 593 of 777 requested vehicles. Staff recommends no
Alternative Fuel Vehicles for FY 2018-19 based on the lifecycle fuel cost analysis provided by
Fleet Management during the FY 2017-18 budget cycle, which is attached in Appendix A.
Since it is not clear at this time what the incremental cost of alternative fuel vehicles prior to
the document deadline, JBC staff requests permission to work with the Department to
calculate the correct appropriation. This recommendation does not include adjustments for
additional state agency vehicles requested through separate department request items.

Staff's recommended replacement criteria requires that a vehicle meet one of three standards:
1. Projected high mileage by June 2019.

e Standard vehicles — 150,000 miles. This is equal to 15,000 miles per year over 10 years.
e  Other law enforcement vehicles — 125,000 miles.
e Colorado State Patrol (CSP) vehicles — 100,000 miles.

e (CSP Motorcycles — 40,000 miles.
2. Over 15 years old.
3. High maintenance cost that is 100 percent greater than average for the vehicle type.

Staff's recommended list of replacement vehicles is included in Appendix B.

VEHICLE REPLACEMENT LEASE/PURCHASE LINE ITEM

The Department requests $21,936,936 reappropriated funds for Fleet Management program's Vehicle
Replacement Lease/Purchase line item. Fleet Management's methodology for calculating the need for
this line item is based on projected vehicle purchases. Historically, these projections have been higher
than actual expenditures.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends the Committee approve the replacement vehicles, prior
to adjustments for additional vehicles approved through separate department request items,
summarized in the table above. Staff requests permission to work with the Department to
determine the correct appropriation due to the complexity of the budget submission.
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6. CORE OPERATIONS

CORE Operations is the common policy for the state's accounting and financial reporting system, the
Colorado Operations Resource Engine. In FY 2015-16, the COFRS Modernization program was
transferred from the Governor's Office of Information Technology to the Division of Accounts and
Control in the Department of Personnel and located in a new subdivision known as CORE
Operations. Consistent with that change, state agency line items were renamed from COFRS
Modernization to CORE Operations.

The table includes program costs, a payment from the Supplier Database Cash Fund, and a fund
balance reserve adjustment for the Statewide Financial Information Technology Systems Cash Fund.

Personal services and operating expenses are based on figure setting recommendations for the next
fiscal year. Program share of departmental benefits pots and OIT and operating common policy items
are estimated by the Department and based on cutrent year appropriations; the Department's request
amount differs from the recommended amount by the amount of indirect costs.

Payments for CORE and Support Modules are figure setting recommendations for the next fiscal year.
This line item pays for CORE system and modules annual licensing and operating costs to CORE
vendors for Managed Services, Labor Data Collection and Electronic Content Management.

Indirect costs were added by the State Controller for the CORE Operations program for FY 2017-

18. Although they were not specified in the Department's request, it appears they were included in the
Operating and OIT Common Policies request amount.

FUND BALANCE RESERVE ADJUSTMENT

The Department requests and staff recommends an 8.25 percent reserve for the Supplier Database
Cash Fund and an 8.25 percent reserve for the Statewide Financial Information Technology Systems
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Cash Fund (SFITS). An 8.25 percent reserve is equal to approximately one month of operating
revenue.

SUPPLIER DATABASE CASH FUND RESERVE ADJUSTMENT

The adjustment for the Supplier Database Cash Fund is essentially a payment for CORE Operations
from the cash fund.

The FY 2017-18 beginning fund balance is taken from the Department's FY 2018-19 budget request
schedule 9 for the Supplier Database Cash Fund created in Section 24-102-202.5 (2)(a), C.R.S.
Revenue and expenditure amounts are also taken from the schedule 9. The Supplier Database Cash
Fund receives revenues from rebates on statewide price agreements. Historically, this revenue source
is from the original Supplier Database Cash Fund and the Electronic Procurement Program account
in the Supplier Database Cash Fund. The subaccount was consolidated with the Supplier Database
Cash Fund on July 1, 2013, based on the transition of those information systems into the CORE
system. Because this fund is not a typical, common policy operational revenue cash fund, the fund
balance target reserve amount is calculated on the prior year ending fund balance.

The adjustment for the SFITS is a more typical reserve adjustment for a common policy operational
cash fund.

The fund balance reserve amount is
calculated on expenditures that include program costs minus depreciation plus CORE Lease Purchase
Payments minus payments from the Supplier Database Cash Fund.

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7. STATEWIDE INDIRECT COST ASSESSMENTS

While some centrally-provided services are billed directly, the purpose of the Statewide Indirect Cost
Plan (formally labeled the Statewide Indirect Cost Appropriation/Cash Fees Plan by the Office of the
State Controller) is to allocate the unbilled costs of statewide central services to user departments and
institutions of higher education that benefit from these services. Such services benefit all state agencies
but are otherwise impractical to bill for discretely or directly, and the indirect cost recoveries ensure
that the General Fund does not support the provision of these services for cash- and federal-funded
programs.

e For the budget, indirect cost recoveries offset General Fund. When indirect cost assessments
and recoveries are not identified in a budget, a state agency is appropriated more General Fund
than necessary and indirect cost recoveries are available for use by the state agency in an off-
budget manner.

e Historically, statewide indirect costs have been associated with the functions of three
departments: (1) the Governot's Office, including the Office of State Planning and Budgeting
(OSPB); (2) the Department of Personnel; and (3) the Department of Treasury.

e The State Controller's Office submits the statewide indirect cost plan to the federal Division
of Cost Allocation for approval. The federal government must agree to the use of federal
funds for these purposes.

e Statewide indirect cost assessments are identified by department and fund source. Generally,
although not consistently across departments, expected recoveries have been budgeted to
offset a corresponding amount of General Fund in the respective department during the
figure-setting process.

e Certain departments such as the Departments of State and Transportation do not have
General Fund, in which case their excess statewide indirect recoveries have been transferred
to offset General Fund in the Department of Personnel and the Office of the Governor.

e The statewide indirect cost plan for FY 2017-18 from the State Controller is estimated to
recover approximately $17.8 million from cash funds, reappropriated funds, and federal funds.
The plan includes $663,626 more than it did for FY 2017-18, representing an increase of 3.88
percent.

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APPENDIX A: ALTERNATIVE FUEL VEHICLES
ANALYSIS

ALTERNATIVE FUEL VEHICLES
Section 24-30-1104 (20)(c)I), C.R.S., requires the Department to purchase compressed natural gas
(CNG), plug-in hybrid electric vehicles, or other alternative fuel vehicles, subject to availability and
adequate fuel and fueling infrastructure, if either of the following are not more than ten percent over
the cost of a comparable petroleum fuel vehicle:

1. The increased base cost; or

2. 'The increased lifecycle cost.

Life-cycle cost is defined as the purchase cost minus resale value, plus fuel, operating, and maintenance
costs over the vehicle's expected useful life. The Department provided staff with 17 break-even
scenario worksheets for a variety of vehicles from Fleet Management. Sixteen of the 17 do not meet
a ten percent lifecycle cost threshold.

However, based on the Department's fuel cost analysis, which includes projected 10-year average fuel

costs, at this time, CNG is projected to cost more than standard fuel on a per mile basis. The following
table outlines this analysis.

On this basis, staff recommends that the Committee not approve the purchase of AFV vehicles.

Statute does provide that CNG vehicles be purchased if they meet the 10 percent premium. At this
time, there is one vehicle type that meets the standard. It is not clear if AFV vehicles costs were
included in the Department’s calculations. However, it also appears that there may be other vehicles
for which the Department's replacement list includes CNG equipment costs.
