SUBJECT J.189 to S.B. 21-205 (Long Bill) — Technical Amendment to allocate OIT costs for

common policy salary increases among user agencies

Amendment J.189 to S.B. 21-205 (Long Bill) amends the Payments to OIT line items in every state
agency to account for changes adopted by the Committee when it finalized the 2021-22 budget
package. Specifically, the amendment adds a total of $414,771 total funds, including $215,108 General
Fund to account for 0.5 percent of the total 3.0 percent across the board state employee salary increase
applied as a common policy.

The adjustments account for less than 0.25 percent of the total funding appropriated to OIT that is
allocated among state agencies and while each may appear minor, the Office of Information
Technology insists the adjustments are critical to the success of rolling out real-time billing in FY
2021-22.
